With yellow yarn
TIP Keep track of where you are by placing Rnd 6. [5 sc, inc] x 4 (28)
a stitch marker in the first stitch of the current Rnds 7-9. 28 sc (28)
round. Rnd 10. [6 sc, inc] x 4 (32)
Rnds 11-12. 32 sc (32)
Rnd 1. start 6 sc in a magic loop (6) Rnd 13. [2 sc, dec] x 8 (24)
Rnd 2. 6inc (12) Rnd 14. 24 sc (24)
Rnd 3. [sc, inc] x 6 (18) Rnd 15. [sc, dec] x 8 (16)

start 4 sc in a magic loop (4)
[sc, inc] x 2 (6)

Invisible fasten off leaving a long tail. Thread a
needle with the tail and flatten the beak
lengthwise. Sew the beak to the body centered
between the eyes, between rounds 7 and 8.

WINGS
With blue yarn (make two).

Rnd 1. start 4 sc in a magic loop (4)
Rnd 2. 4 inc (8)
Rnd3. 8sc(8)

BELLY
With white yarn.

Rnd 1. start 6 sc in a magic loop (6)
Rnd 2. 6 inc (12)

Rnd 3. [sc, inc] x 6 (18)

Rnd 4. [2 sc, inc] x 6 (24)

Fasten off leaving a long tail. Thread a needle with
the tail and use it to sew the belly to the body,
starting with the top of the belly between rounds 9
and 10.

Fasten off with a long tail. Don’t stuff. Flatten the wing and slip stitch the

opening closed. See instructions below.

1. Flatten the piece, insert needle under the front loop of V ,Bring it out.

2.Then insert the needle under the opposite V, the back loop of V, bring it out.
Pull the yarn tight.Continue to sew together 3 times. This is what the wing should look like at the

end. Fasten off.
